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I am happy to report that the 
Board of Community Christian 
Church voted to submit a 
resolution to the Regional 
Assembly, scheduled to meet 
October 22 & 23 in Sun City.  
The resolution is on “Climate 
Change Action”:   
WHEREAS, the impact of 

global warming, as currently predicted and 
understood by leading scientists and scientific 
bodies around the world in reports of the UN’s 
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change, as 
well as in reports of the National 
Aeronautics and Space 
Administration and the National 
Academy of Sciences, will 
dramatically and negatively alter 
God’s gracious gift of creation;  
WHEREAS, as people of faith, we 
strive for justice and acknowledge 
that climate change's societal impact 
already falls, and will continue to 
fall, most heavily on the people 
around the world who are least able 
to mitigate the impacts—poor and 
vulnerable populations in the United 
States, Canada and in developing 
countries; and 
WHEREAS, as people of faith, we 
heed the call to be faithful stewards 
and caretakers of God's creation by 
limiting future impacts of climate 
change on God's Earth; and 
WHEREAS, as people of faith, we want to ensure 
that efforts to curb climate change prevent further 
environmental and societal tragedies; and 
WHEREAS, in a world of finite resources, for all to 
have enough requires that those among us who have 
more than enough will need to address our patterns 
of acquisition and consumption; and 
WHEREAS, we are called by Scripture to 
acknowledge our place within God's creation and 
our responsibility to creation: 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Arizona 
Region of the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) 
meeting in Sun City, Arizona, October 22 an 23, 
calls upon our congregations and their members to 
educate themselves, their communities and their 

locally and nationally elected officials on the 
consequences of climate change; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that we Disciples 
begin to look at our own actions to determine if they 
are contributing or mitigating factors to climate 
change and faithfully and conscientiously to act 
accordingly. 
10 things your church can do to care for God’s 
creation and slow climate change: 
1) Become a member of Arizona Interfaith 
Power and Light whose mission is “to mobilize 
people of faith in Arizona to respond to the global 
warming crisis through education, prayer, advocacy 
and action.”  (See www.azipl.org) 

2) Conduct an energy audit of your 
buildings to identify sources of energy waste 
and realize potential financial saving from 
energy related improvements. 
3) Utilize renewable energy by 
purchasing green power, installing solar 
panels or contributing to a clean energy fund. 
4) Use environmentally conscious 
transportation (fuel efficient vehicles). Install 
bike racks on facility grounds and encourage 
eco-conscious travel for church members 
(bike, carpool, etc.) 
5) Implement a facility recycling 
program and purchase recycled products, 
avoiding disposable items such as paper 
plates, cups and utensils.   
6) Support local wildlife and nature by 
using ecologically acceptable gardening and 
pest control products.   
7) Install low water, Xeriscape at your 
facility and follow low watering guidelines.   

8) Purchase and consume eco-friendly cuisine 
for faith community events and potluck gatherings. 
Purchase locally grown, plant-based produce, which 
have the least impact on our environment. 
9) Use environmentally friendly office, 
household and cleaning products for your facility 
and run appliances during off-peak hours.   
10) Send two or three representatives from your 
congregation to the “Cool Congregations” 
Workshop, November 13, 2010 at Trinity Episcopal 
Cathedral, Phoenix, AZ.
